Course Description:

This course is part of a sequence of courses that prepares individuals to use artistic techniques combined with a commercial perspective to effectively communicate ideas and information to business and consumer audiences via the use of advanced digital photography. Instruction includes training in career opportunities, workflow, specialized camera, equipment and accessories, memory devices, software operation, copyright, ethics, and legal issues as it applies to commercial and industrial needs, and photography business operations. Prerequisite: Basic Digital Photography.

Course Objectives:

· develop an awareness of career opportunities in digital photography and an overview of the history of photography.
· understand and apply the multi-step process of “workflow”.
· identify different types of digital cameras, the location of their basic components, and the benefits and drawbacks of each type.
· demonstrate the appropriate use of the camera controls on a digital camera.
· use and identify memory devices and file types associated with digital cameras and scanners

· understand and perform camera work.
· adjust size and set resolution of downloaded images.
· demonstrate basic proficiency in the use of Adobe Photoshop.
· understand and demonstrate the elements of composition.
· display digital images in printed and electronic output.
· understand and practice copyright laws, ethics and legal issues dealing with photography as identified in United States Code Title 17 Chapter 1 Section 101.
· understand the need for professional development, leadership skills, career planning and the importance of employability and work habits.


ESSENTIAL STANDARDS:

1. Demonstrate appropriate shutter speeds
2. Demonstrate appropriate aperture settings
3. Demonstrate portrait lighting options

4. Use advanced photoshop operations

How Will Projects Be Graded?

Each project will be accompanied with a rubric that will state the specific requirements and points possible.  However, each project is graded on creativity, effort, craftsmanship, following directions, and aesthetic quality. You may not use photographs for more than one assignment, a new assignment means new photos.
Will I Have Homework?
Yes.  You will have an assignment to take photographs outside of the school setting approximately once a week. If these photos are taken on school grounds the assignment will only be worth 80%.
How Do I Make Up Missing or Incomplete Work?

· The class website should have all of the information you need to make up missing work.

· If you need a worksheet or paper instructions the material will be found in the classroom folders.

· If the assignment is missing because of an absence you have two weeks to make up the work

· If you simply didn’t turn in the assignment it will count as late, you can turn in two late assignments a quarter without penalty. Late work will not be accepted after 10 school days, which is in compliance with the school policy.
Redos

· If you would like to redo an assignment for a higher score it will count as a late assignment, remember you can only turn in two late.

· If you fail a unit test, you will do test corrections and retake the test. The highest possible retake test score is a C-.
Extra Credit

· You can earn extra credit by turning in extra art projects
