How to Make an Elements and Principles Accordion Book

You need:

 
two strips of 6” x 18” paper

two colored pieces of paper 6” x 4.5”

glue

Making the Book:

1. Fold the long paper in half to create a rectangle that is 6” x 9”

2. Open the fold and fold both ends back to the middle

3. Repeat with a second piece of paper

4. Glue the two pieces together to create the accordion book

5. Glue the colored pieces on the front and back cover of the book

Adding the Elements and Principles:

1. Choose one shape - this will bring unity to your book.

2. Using colored paper create three of this shape all the exact size and color.

3. Now make 10 more of this same shape, but create a variety of sizes and colors

4. Experiment with different compositions in your book

5. Request approval to paste your composition

6. Make sure you have utilized all of the principles of design 

7. You can add a new kind of shape in the same or different color to add contrast

8. Use colored pencils or marker to add lines and movement

9. Enliven the composition by creating areas of pattern and texture

10. Create a front and book cover that emphasizes or contrasts the style of the book
11. On the back panels of the book define the elements of art and principles of design
