Course Description:

This course is for the High School Visual Arts Core Curriculum. Painting includes wet media with processes such as transparent and opaque painting and focuses on the operations of color. With an emphasis on studio production, this course is designed to develop higher-level thinking, art-related technology skill, art criticism, art history, and aesthetics.

Course Objectives:

1. Students know and apply visual arts media, techniques, and processes

2. Using knowledge of elements and principles.

3. Students choose, apply, and evaluate a range of subject matter, symbols, and ideas.

4. Understanding the visual arts in relation to history and cultures.

5. Reflecting upon and assessing the characteristics and merits of their work and the work of others.

6. Students demonstrate relationships between visual arts, the other arts, and disciplines outside the arts.

Expectations:

· This is the most advanced art class, you must have taken Art A and Art B.

· You must know how to draw well to succeed in this class.

· You will be expected to leave with a portfolio of work worthy for Sterling Scholar or Scholarship Competitions

· You are required to mat and frame two pieces of art, one for the SSHS art show and one for the Springville Art Show.

How Will My Grade Be Calculated?

5% Citizenship/Character/Participation

15% Starters/Worksheets

30% Sketchbooks/Homework

20% Quizzes/Tests

30% Projects

How Will Projects Be Graded?

Each project will be accompanied with a rubric that will state the specific requirements and points possible.  However, each project is graded on creativity, effort, craftsmanship, following directions, and aesthetic quality.

How Will My Behavior in Class Affect My Grade?

Each week your behavior and participation will be evaluated based on the Character Education Rubric, anytime that you are habitually off task, disruptive, or otherwise misbehaving you will lose participation points. Remember that 5% of your overall grade is based on these points.

How Do I Make Up Missing or Incomplete Work?

· The class website should have all of the information you need to make up missing work.

· If you need a worksheet or paper instructions the material will be found in the classroom folders.

· If the assignment is missing because of an absence you have two weeks to make up the work

· If you simply didn’t turn in the assignment it will count as late, you can turn in two late assignments a quarter without penalty. Late work will not be accepted after 10 school days, which is in compliance with the school policy.
Redos

· If you would like to redo an assignment for a higher score it will count as a late assignment, remember you can only turn in two late.

· If you fail a unit test, you will do test corrections and retake the test. The highest possible retake test score is a C-.
Extra Credit

· You are able to earn up to 100 extra credit points each quarter

· You can earn extra credit by turning in extra art projects or donating items off of the wish list.

· It is common in an art production class for some students to finish projects before others.

· You should always be working on something.

· If you are finished with the assignment, you should be working on process journal or extra credit.

Other Policies/Procedures
