The Details

Many software programs (PhotoShop) have a freature like Photomerge that will “stich” multiple photos into one larger photo. To use the Photomerge feature, go to the help menu in PhotoShop. Use the index to find the instructions for “Panoramic” or “Photomerge.”

· Take a series of five photos.

· For taller panoramic turn your camera vertical.

· Consider creating both vertical and horizontal images.

· Your contact sheet should show six different attempts at a panoramic, 30 photos.
